HOLOKAVST V LJUBLJANI / HOLOCAUST IN LJUBLJANA 
Razstava je nastala v sodelovanju Judovskega kulturnega centra Ljubljana in Mestnega muzeja 
Ljubljana. Kustos je dr. Blaž Vurnik, za vizualno postavitev pa sta poskrbela umetnika Miran Mohar 
in Vadim Fiškin. Razstava je nastala na raziskovanju številnih slovenskih zgodovinarjev in 
raziskovalcev holokavsta v Sloveniji, predvsem raziskovanju Borisa Hajdinjaka in Roberta Waltla ob 
postavljanju ljubljanskih spotikavcev, ko smo na simbolični način pripeljali ljubljanske žrtve pred 
njihova družinska vrata, jim vrnili imena in postavili simbolični grob, intermedijski umetnik Vuk 
Ćosić je s projektom Undeleted obudil njihove portrete, s snemanjem njihovih usod, s slovenskimi 
igralci Karin Komljanec, Julijanom Pop Tasićem, Barbaro Vidović, Alešem Kranjcem, Robertom 
Korošcem, Luko Bokšanom, Niko Korenjak in Timotejem Novakovićem, ob sodelovanju Vinka 
Möderndorferja, Toni Soprano Meneglejte in Roberta Waltla, pa smo njihove zgodbe pripravili za 
razstavo Holokavst v Ljubljani, ki po 8 letih zaokrožuje naše prizadevanje o ozaveščanju slovenske 
in mednarodne javnosti o holokavstu v Sloveniji in njegovih posledicah.  
 
Permanent exhibition is a collaboration between the Jewish Cultural Centre Ljubljana and the CIty 
Museum of Ljubljana. The curator is Dr Blaž Vurnik, and the visual layout was created by artists 
Miran Mohar and Vadim Fiškin. The exhibition is based on the research of a number of Slovenian 
historians and researchers of the Holocaust in Slovenia, in particular Boris Hajdinjak and Robert 
Waltl, who were involved in the erection of the stumbling blocks in Ljubljana, when the victims of
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 the Holocaust in Ljubljana were symbolically brought to the gates of their family homes, their 
names were given back to them and a symbolic grave was erected. Intermedia artist Vuk Ćosić's 
project Undeleted revived their portraits by filming their fates with Slovenian actors Karin 
Komljanec, Julian Pop Tasić, Barbara Vidović, Aleš Kranjc, Robert Korošec, Luka Bokšan, Nika 
Korenjak and Timotej Novakovi. In cooperation with Vinko Möderndorfer, Toni Soprano Meneglejte 
and Robert Waltl, we have prepared their stories for the exhibition Holocaust in Ljubljana, which 
after 8 years completes our efforts to raise awareness of the Holocaust in Slovenia and its 
consequences among the Slovenian and international public.
